Cllr Brookes reported that Highways had looked at roundabout at Bicker Bar and stated staunches at present were sufficient.
Trees at new developments are the responsibility of the Parish Council, agreed that monies should be kept aside in precept for ongoing works.  No further news on the trees along the Eau.

With no major additional commitments, it was proposed Cllr Bateson, seconded Cllr Mountain that precept be increased by £5000 for future potential tree works, significant works in cemetery with railings and fencing.   Clerk had obtained quotation for railings work but to obtain another for comparison.

Tree works to Corner Cottage, School Lane, suggesting there are to be new owners
